If you wish to undertake a medical elective at the Bairo Pite Clinic it is important that you are aware that the clinic program is very intensive. We are the highest visited clinic in the country and the clinic is open until the last patient is seen, regardless of the time. Interns begin work at 8am and often do not finish until after 6pm. You are also often expected to work between 6 – 6.5 days a week, depending on the situation. Past students have been able to devise a rotation system to ensure that each gets a full day off to avoid burn-out. It is Dr Dan’s philosophy that the more you put into the clinic the more he will put into teaching you, therefore has high expectations of intern commitment. 

The Board of Directors of the Clinic has decided, to ensure patient safety, that we will only accept

medical students who have completed their third year. If you have not yet completed your third

To coordinate volunteers a volunteer roster is used at the clinic, this aims to give volunteers experience in all facets of the clinic and to ensure that there is help for the Timorese staff when needed. Are you willing to adhere to the roster?

There is a routine where overseas volunteers (most commonly medical students) provide regular education sessions from 7:30-8am three to four times each week. We would like as many of our volunteers as possible to form a walking blood bank to be called upon as the need arises, and then to donate before leaving.
